In this Holy season of 
Lent, we are given a chance to repent from our 
wrongdoings. At 7: 15 p.m., we had Stations of 
the Cross. I reflected on each station of the cross 
that my lord Jesus Christ bore only for my sins 
but I always go away from Him.
